3. For young audiences, the difference can be as obvious as two daisies and one tulip.  For older audiences, the leaves of the daisy might be outlined in black for two and red for the other one.

Pizza Match

1. Make paper pizzas with two having the same topping combination.

4. For a young group, you might just want a cheese and one topping pizzas, e.g. pepperoni, mushroom or green pepper.  For older children you can make it harder by having combinations of toppings, e.g. pepperoni and mushroom, pepperoni and peppers, etc.
