  (pump air with fist as if celebrating)

Blizzard & Snowball Fight

1. Make snowballs out of white plastic grocery bags.  Pull on top and bottom of bag to form long skinny tube.  Fold this in half, then half again.  Wrap rubber band tightly around middle.  Trim both ends.  Fluff to make ball.
2. Bring in sheet (or use parachute).  Have kids hold onto sides and gently move sheet up and down.
3. Add the “snowballs.”  Have the kids move the sheet quickly for a blizzard.
You can also let the kids have an inside, safe snowball fight with the snowballs.

Row Your Boat

Have the children sit facing their adult and have them join hands.  Have the adult lean back while the child comes forward.  Then alternate while you sing the song.  You can repeat it several times getting faster.
