WHEREAS, the state's libraries, through multiple cooperative arrangements, serve as models for regional and statewide cooperation; and 
WHEREAS, the state’s libraries, through the promotion of unrestricted access to information, help preserve and strengthen our nation’s democracy; and 

WHEREAS, libraries support a competitive workforce with basic literacy programs, computers and other resources to help children and adults learn to find, evaluate and use information they need for their jobs, health, education and other needs; and
WHEREAS, most public libraries offer pre-school story hours and summer reading programs to encourage children to begin a habit of reading; and

WHEREAS, more and more libraries are offering materials, programs, and services that promote early childhood learning;  
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT Governor James Doyle proclaims February 2005 as Library Lovers Month in Wisconsin and urges everyone to visit libraries and to take advantage of these unique and wonderful institutions that contribute so much to the state’s well being.
