Vote on TSS Policies and Procedures Amendments:

Earlier this year, the TSS Board proposed several changes to the policies and procedures for the Technical Services Section.  Per WLA policy, the changes were submitted to the WLA Committee on Organization and approved.  The last step before official adoption is a vote by TSS members at today’s annual business meeting. Copies of the proposed changes were distributed at the meeting, and the floor was opened for discussion. TSS members voted unanimously to adopt the proposed changes.  Alison will submit the revised policies and procedures to WLA for official posting.

General Discussion of TSS Section Goals:
Alison explained how the Technical Services Section is working toward achieving the goals outlined in the WLA Bylaws, Article VII, Section 2, Part 5 (a-d):
a) Create section content for WLA’s Web site

TSS currently has no webmaster and must submit all Web content through Lisa Strand.  We are hoping to gain the ability to make our own updates to the TSS page in the future. Our incoming Vice Chair, Kelly Swickard, is planning to discuss this issue with Lisa.  Alison would like to see our site become more interactive and charged TSS members to give some serious thought to what kinds of content and tools would be most useful on our site.
b)  Regularly engage group members about current issues

We are off to a great start here with our newsletter and the discussion of a mailing list.  It was acknowledged that some concerns have been expressed about the creation of a mailing list.  It is possible that we may be able to allow for discussion of current issues in the future on our TSS site, depending on the new website vendor chosen by WLA this year.
c)  Sponsor one or more programs at WLA’s annual conference

Participation in the spring conferences has dropped off in recent years.  Henry and Alison are hoping that the Technical Services Section will contribute to these conferences again in the near future.  TSS participation in the annual WLA Conference continues to be strong.
d)  Conduct other projects as necessary to meet the needs of section members and develop a base of knowledge

The floor was opened for discussion.  It was suggested that the section should consider conducting some online sessions that would be free and easy for members to attend.  Several attendees expressed an interest in future RDA training and instructional webinars.  Members also expressed a desire for future sessions focusing on non-cataloging TS functions, such as acquisitions, licensing and serials topics.
Report on the 2010 WLA Conference:
It has been a successful conference so far, with 59 people attending our first session on RDA.  TSS is sponsoring or co-sponsoring five programs at WLA this year:

BISAC & Beyond: Adapting Retail Practices to a Library Setting presented by Andy Barnett (Assistant Director, McMillan Public Library) 
Social Tagging in the Library: User-Generated Content, Folksonomies, and the Library Catalog presented by Scott McFadden  (Head of Serials Cataloging, Ball State University, IN)

Future Program Topics:
Henry thanked Alison for all her hard work and inspiration this year.  He put forth the following suggestions for future program topics:
· RDA will be the hot topic, assuming it gets adopted.  Perhaps have Steven Miller and Hur-Li Lee back for a status report?

· Using Koha for cataloging and acquisitions

· A review of UW Forward, an open source resource discovery tool, currently in beta testing at UW-Madison

· A panel discussion of libraries taking “baby steps” implementing RDA

· MARC vs. XML

· Museum metadata vs. library metadata, how are they different?

· Engage a speaker from the Wisconsin Digital Archives
· Cataloging free Internet resources or other electronic formats

· Creating provider neutral records for electronic resources

· Acquisitions and licensing topics

· MarcEdit software

Proposals for the 2011 WLA Conference are due in March.

For the WAPL conference:

· A possible repeat of Jane Richard’s session on cataloging in the public library?
· A program on weeding/deselection, perhaps a panel discussion?
