Interlibrary Loan

Through Interlibrary Loan, Steenbock Library will obtain copies of books or articles not available on campus. There is no charge to UW Madison faculty, staff or students for this service. Library Express

Steenbock Library provides a journal article email-delivery service called Library Express, http://www.library.wisc.edu/libraries/
Steenbock/libraryexpress/lepage.htm. 
This service delivers an electronic copy (usually PDF) of an article to your desktop computer. If the journal is owned or licensed by UW Libraries, the article is generally delivered to you within 3 to 5 days. The charge is $1 per article (this low rate is currently subsidized by the General Library System). Users must have a valid UW-Madison ID and UW Fund Account number (UDDS) or WisCard Account number to use this service.

If the journal is not available locally, the article will be obtained from an off-campus source and provided to you at no cost (this service is subsidized by Steenbock and the General Library System). Delivery time will vary, but rush service is available.
