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We found the four sources below useful as we made our decision about Lane Library’s leadership structure.  My favorite is the McKinzie article, which describes the management structure of the library at Dickinson College.  The article focuses on their holistic approach to academic librarianship and has inspiring ideas for libraries under any leadership model.
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
