Use and between terms to retrieve records that contain all search terms.
Use or between terms to retrieve records that contain any search term.
Not is used to exclude records with the second term.
Use parentheses ( ) to group parts of the query.
Proximity Search:

*to truncate a word such as travel* for traveling, traveled or travels
Select the proximity of the search terms, followed by, not followed by, near or not near.
Browse: Chronologically browse report titles 1852-1914.
Personal Name:  search by last name first no punctuation is needed.
