During our Spring Fever Week we have a silent auction with summer-themed baskets. Raised about $550.

Create a “wishing well” to drop coins into.

Friends of Library Annual Hors d’Oeuvre Buffet in community size 475. Tickets $12.50 each. Donated food, raffles.  Raises about $2000.

Sell raffle tickets for a hot new book being released.  Draw for 1, 2, or 3 winners. Raffle tickets $1.

Multicultural fair – Had 250+ attend in 2009. 14 countries represented... 5 performances... food samples at every booth ... community members and students did the work. I spent $25.  (Hedberg PL (Janesville))

Teen Advidory Board members make picture frames and cards that we sell for $1 to 5 before Mothers’ Day.

An Ironman contest, raising funds for the library along with a local fun run/walk/baby crawl.

Speak/write to service organizations.

“Target” Grant -- $2000 for early literacy programs. (outreach)

Trivia contest

“Build a balloon”  Regular balloon filled with helium, tie with ribbon & anchor with book of choice.

Sell memorial bricks for “Pathway to Knowledge”  These are placed in sidewalk leading to our library.

Christmas cookise bake sale. Assorted home-made cookies. ¾ pound box for $5.  Sold $300 worth in one morning.

Christmas gift giving tree. We sell die-cut Christmas ornaments for $5, $10, $15, of $20 to put on our tree with the byyer’s number duting month of December. Raise about $1000.

Winter – “found” item in storage – vintage Christmas ornaments were a silent auction item. 

Helping tree – names of people for free services for donating to library.

Silent auction – holiday themed items, older versions of books, crafts.

Wii bowling tournament. 4-person teams.

Chair affair – Paint used chairs with different themes, then auction off with free pie. (Then auction off leftover pie.)

Have a “Duke Ellington” play a black tie dinner dance. Sell the tables, fountains & white table cloths.

Make baskets (120+ of them) filled with donated books, gift certificates, candy, etc.  Also a silent auction of items worth $50 or more. 

Wine tasting and crafters bizarre (sic).  Sell tables to crafters & independent sales reps. (Avon, Mary Kay, etc.) and sell concessions. 

Bakeless cookie walk. 

Used books sold by professional book dealer. They sell online world-wide.  We get a percentage of profit. Instead of $300 on a lot of work we earned $3000 in 2009 with much less effort. 

Historical photo ID night – Bring in old photos for community members to identify. Serve refreshments (concessions). Could be done in conjunction with Historical Society. 

Donated knitted dishcloths sold at the circ desk for $2.

Friends garden stroll of 7 beautiful gardens. $10 ticket.

Library golf.

Ongoing book sale.

Team trivia contest. 

Craft night for Mothers’ Day. $5 and come away with a present for Mom. 

Barnes & Noble and Scholastic do book fairs.

Website: Library golf.  Sell ads at each hole. Sell concessions.
