Meeting was called to order at 5:00pmHHH by Chair Diana Skalitzky.  Attendees included officers Skalitzky, Marshall; Norma Jean LeMoine, Rock Springs; Karen Bernau, Coon Valley; John Thompson, Indianhead FLS; Chris Byerly, Frederic; Edith Phillips WISL secretary and WLA Board rep; and Karyn Schmidt, Ettrick, newsletter editor.  Absent Lisa Hein, USGS.  Members attending include Nita Burke, COLAND; Jean Christensen, Belleville; David Sleasman R&LL; Stef Morrill, SCLS; Michelle Dennis, Clinton; and Sarah Strunz, Orfordville.   Guest: Rick Krumwiede, OWLS.

Motion by Bernau, second by Byerly to approve the minutes of February 11, 2010 as presented.  All ayes.  There was no financial report presented and no outstanding bills.

Discussion of the WISL budget for 2011.  Unsure of status until WLA restructuring finalized.  Will present same budget as last year to include a scholarship, mileage for two face-to-face meetings and WLA and WAPL.  Will add speaker fees for WLA and WAPL and see how budget plays out later in the year.  Need clarification of who/how speakers are paid if restructuring is passed.

WLA restructuring was discussed.  WISL had polled its membership in January and discovered many didn't know the current structure much less understand there were changes in play.  Sections would no longer have a guaranteed seat on the WLA board but WISL represents a large number of WLA members.  Could WISL be a division?  Current WLA divisions are AWSL (special libraries), WAPL (public libraries), WLTF (trustees & friends), and WAAL (academic).  WLA board members include President, past-President, President-elect, Secretary, and Treasurer. There is also a WEMTA rep (school libraries), an ALA liaison, and representatives from YSS, SSS, and WISL, totaling 14 members.  Krumwiede asked why "small" public libraries are different from WAPL.  Answer: WISL is not just "public" but any small library (medical, govt., etc), also the programs WLA and WAPL offered were not of value to small libraries before WISL was formed.  Skalitzky commented perhaps WLA should allow some  groups to sunset themselves then see what's left to form new divisions or units.  Skalitzky read from some of the email responses to the January poll.  Almost all comments were to keep the WLA and WAPL conferences, and to not combine unit funds.  Since comments can still be brought to the WLA board, a draft letter was read from WISL to WLA.  Motion by Bernau, second by Dennis to send the letter to WLA.  Unanimous, all member ayes.

Thank you letter to Bob Bocher was discussed regarding his work on the federal grant to bring fiber networks to school and public libraries on BadgerNet.  Comment to thank Bob but also reference it was a Department of Administration grant and to copy Rick Grobschmidt and Tony Evers.  Motion by Byerly to send the letter.  All ayes.

Discussion of having a WISL booth at WLA in November at a cost of $75.  Booth has been used as a resource to give out helpful materials, as promotion space for WISL guest speakers, and for giveaways to promote WISL.  Motion by Bernau, second be LeMoine to table for now.  All ayes.

Discussion of WLA 2010 programming.  Lisa Hein has worked on and has two or three programs lined up.  Michelle Dennis and John Thompson both offered to re-present their "I wish someone had told me" programs.  Chris Byerly will add both to WAPL 2011 programming.  Karen Bernau will add "Fee or Free" (libraries charging for services) to the 2011 WLA conference programming, along with a program by Norma Jean LeMoine on cooperation between school and 
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public libraries.  Another possible program for WLA 2011 could be how to make user friendly Badgerlink handouts for libraries to give their visitors who don't have time to learn how it works and all the things they can do with it.  Other suggestions are welcome and can be sent to any WISL officer on the website. 

Skalitzky received an email response from Tammy Baldwin's office regarding a stipend from the Federal Government to libraries who spend staff time and storage space to provide customers with tax forms the government no longer has to use post office employees to hand out.  The email stated that Ms. Baldwin will keep in mind libraries need to get reimbursed for doing Federal Government work (ie tax forms, unemployment compensation filings, etc.).  A copy is on file.

Update on ARSL.  Next meeting will be in Colorado in 2011.  

Next board meeting date in July, time and place TBD.  Next business meeting at WLA 2010.  Meeting adjourned 6:07pm.
